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Homeland Security Highlights

Border Security

Enhances Infrastructure
· Expedites the deployment of physical barriers, tactical infrastructure, and technology along the international borders of the United States where it is most effective.
· Requires upgrades to CBP technology including secure communications for law enforcement, scanning technology at ports of entry, new opioid detection technology, and small unmanned aerial systems. 

Increases Manpower
· Increases the number of Border Patrol Agents and Customs Officers. 
· Provides hiring flexibility and retention incentives for law enforcement officers.
· Authorizes grants to state and local law enforcement to assist in border enforcement operations.

Better Enforcement 
· Creates new vetting tools and enforcement mechanisms to halt the entry of individuals who present a risk to American innovation.
· Authorizes the National Vetting Center to improve the vetting and screening of foreign nationals entering the country.
· Directs DHS to complete and implement biometric exit at all air, land and sea ports of entry.
· Strengthens visa security with improved technology and information sharing.
· Establishes federal, state, and local task forces to combat emerging homeland security threats.


Cybersecurity

Strengthens CISA
· Creates a fixed 5-year term for the director and 
· Improves collaboration with cybersecurity experts and stakeholders.
· Enhances CISA’s efforts to secure federal networks.

Supports Communities
· Improves liability protections for the critical infrastructure sector.
· Directs CISA to create resource guides and improve information sharing with state local governments.

Transportation Security

Improves Security
· Expedites the deployment of advanced threat detection technology.
· Furthers the use of identity verification technologies by TSA.
· Requires the implementation of new strategies to mitigate emerging threats to the transportation system.

Homeland Security Partnerships and Information Sharing

Reinforces Cooperation
· Establishes a program to share information on Federal inmates convicted on terrorism grounds prior to their release into U.S. communities.  
· Bolsters the National Network of Fusion Centers to expand collaboration with state and local law enforcement.
· Reauthorizes and enhances programs to provide state and local law enforcement and first responders with critical training to respond to acts of terror. 
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
